Class 1

Class 3

A nice class to judge with no major faults, just a question of balance.   (MD)

Class 4
A good class with 19 bottles.  There were no bad wines.  A few were a little high in alcohol for the balance, with a hot finish.  I finalised 9 bottles the top three being excellent.  (BL)

Class 5
A very high standard of entries gave me a tough time deciding eventual winners – well done! (KE)

Class 6

A very nice class to judge with no faults – well done to you.  (RE)

Class 7

A good class to judge with all wines to class.  One or two with minor faults.  (CH)
